It was a wonderful event and our students looked fantastic in their dress up attire. The

Our students are Shining Brightly here at Epiphany, and the future of the Catholic Church lies firmly on the children that walk our 
halls daily with the presence of our Lord and Holy Mother in their lives. Recent studies show that children that attend a Catholic  
elementary school are more likely to stay strong in their faith well into adulthood, more so than children that are not inspired daily 
with Godôs presence. The common denominator here is that young dropouts do not know God personally. Without knowing him, they 
cannot love him. At Epiphany we teach our children the importance of knowing God, embracing His love, and feeling His direction 
daily.
