From 1867 to 1946 our parish was a mission of the Richmond Diocese. Priests traveled to Culpeper from
Warrenton, Manassas and Charlottesville to celebrate Mass for the then-small congregation. Upon learning of
Culpeper® needs for a permanent church, the Catholic Church Extension Society of Chicago generously
contributed $10,000 towards the construction costs of a traditional red brick, steepled church. This church was
dedicated in 1881. Mass was said once or twice a month. In 1946 Precious Blood was established as an
independent parish and Fr. Maurice duCastillon, CICM was appointed as our first pastor.

In 1979, after 26 years, Fr. Maurice duCastillon retired and Fr. Leo Zonneveld, CICM became our second pastor.
Starting in 1980 our parish began to build a new church, parish hall and classrooms, and new rectory.

In 2012, after 33 years, Fr. Leo Zonneveld retired and Fr. Anselme Malonda, CICM became our third beloved
pastor.
